The benefits of Chamber membership are vast and
varied for a incredibly low investment.

The annual membership investment is $185 per
member for a business.  That’s less than $16 a

month.  For a non-for-profit organization or retired
community member, the investment is $60 per

year.  That’s $5 a month to promote your organiza-
tion or to support your community.

Investment dues can be paid annually, biannually,
or quarterly. Broken down that is either one pay-

ment of $185 ($60 for non-for-profits or individuals),
two payments of $92.50 ($30), or four payments of

$46.25.

The Hillsboro Chamber of Commerce was
incorporated on March 23, 1949.

It is a non-for-profit corporation uniting
hundreds of professional firms, businesses,
and individuals dedicated to serving busi-
ness and bettering the community.

It is not a government agency, and receives
no tax dollars.  The Chamber is funded
entirely by the investment of its members.
